	Misinformation circulating in the community and online, conspiracy and hate speech led to an attack on the Knowsley Suites Hotel, housing asylum seekers on Friday 10 February 2023. 

Hate Crime Statistics:

In Liverpool, between April-December 2022:

· The majority of hate crimes were racially motivated (64%).
· Anti-Muslim hate crimes accounted for 73% of all reported religiously motivated hate crimes.

· 20% of all hate incidents were reported in the City Centre area.

· 31% of recorded hate crimes in the city centre were flagged as alcohol having been involved in the crime, compared with 18% of total recorded hate crimes across Liverpool.

· 54% of Liverpool total hate crimes were for public order offences.

· 37% of Liverpool total hate crimes were for violence offences.

· 5% of Liverpool total hate crimes were for criminal damage.

· Outside of the City Centre, per 1000 population, the wards with the highest rates of hate crime are:
· Everton

· Kensington and Fairfield

· Tuebrook and Stoneycroft

· County

· Kirkdale

· Anfield

· Princes Park

However, the data shows that hate crimes were reported across all Liverpool wards at varying rates. It is worth noting that following the Knowsley Suites attack, a 19-year-old from a ward with lower than district average rates of reported hate crime was charged with violent disorder and assault of an emergency worker. 
· There were 45 reports of hate graffiti to Liverpool City Council during this period, 8% of which were hate related. Of this 8%, the majority were racist. 

· The highest number of hate graffiti reports were in L17 (12 reports), L4 and L11 (both with 5 reports)
Local insight:

Community anecdotal insight gathered as part of day-to-day business of Safer, Stronger Communities team in Liverpool City Council shows that there are community concerns of misinformation circulating on social media regarding refugees and people seeking asylum in Liverpool wards bordering Knowsley. 
More broadly, there have been unfounded reports on local social media concerning alleged behaviour of people seeking asylum, which may escalate.
