Our South Liverpool Community Connect Fund, a partnership between Capacity and LCVS, will help voluntary sector organisations working in, or connected to, South Liverpool to support GP practices to connect their patients to community assets. 
There are an increasing number of people presenting to their GP with non medical needs. This is leaving patients and GPs feeling frustrated. We know there are a wealth of community assets sitting across South Liverpool, however patients are not connecting with them as well as they could.
Following a roundtable event exploring a solution to this we are looking to commission a lead agency in South Liverpool that can help develop a local partnership with other small to medium VCF organisations in the area to help design and test this solution. There is £25k available and it is expected that this will be used to help fund local activity that connects patients with local VCF organisations.
The successful applicant will work across primary care settings in the south of Liverpool to engage residents with community activity.
The succesful applicant will demonstrate how they could provide the solution to filling this gap, working with other small to medium voluntary, community and faith organisations (VCF).
Successful applicants should:
· Have strong existing relationships and work in collaboration with a range of VCS’s in the area
· Be driven by asset based community development, taking a strengths based approach to improving outcomes 
· Show enthusiasm to engage in the service design and testing process
As part of the funding, successful applicants will work with LCVS, Capacity and wider stakeholders to inform the design of a community connection solution for primary care in south Liverpool. We plan to collaboratively explore further fundraising to sustain progress.
Applications will be assessed on the impact that the project will have on the lives of those who benefit alongside the organisations flexibility and approach to service design.

Organisations wishing to apply must be registered charities, or have charitable aims as part of their governing document, and must be able to register with the Charity Commission if their income exceeds £5,000.

In addition organisations must have: 
· At least two cheque signatories 
· An adopted Constitution or set of rules and have a bank account in the name of the organisation or group
· Child Protection Policy/Vulnerable Adults Policy where applicable and evidence that staff and volunteers are DBS checked.

How much can I apply for?

The maximum amount an organisation can apply for is £25,000 
We expect that the majority of the funding will be used to fund local activity delivered by project partners. 
Monitoring and Evaluation

Any organisation in receipt of funding must agree to provide detailed monitoring and evaluation. This monitoring must show how many people have benefited from the funding and what outcomes were achieved. This is important if we are to be able to measure the community impact of the limited funds we have. It is also helpful for us as we can use this information to support our work in growing philanthropy and giving in Liverpool. Groups must also agree to use our logos on any publicity and marketing materials connected with their funded project.

This funding is not for:
· Start-up costs for new organisations

· Medical research

· Vehicles

· Schools or activity taking place in school time

· The advancement of religion

· Animal welfare

· Other grant making bodies

· NHS Trusts

· Parent Teacher Associations

· Replacement funding (e.g. statutory funding coming to an end)

· Loans or business finance

· Universities

· Sponsorship/marketing appeals/fundraising costs

· Overseas projects/travel

· Safety equipment for individual households

· National charities 

· CCTV installation

· Purchase of capital equipment
