The Advice on Prescription - Ways to Wellbeing Fund, is a partnership between Citizens Advice Liverpool (CAL) and LCVS. 
Advice on Prescription enables all Liverpool GPs to refer patients for practical assistance from Citizens Advice advisers on a range of non-medical issues including housing, homelessness, job loss, complex debts, fuel poverty and welfare benefits.  
 

The service has recently expanded its offer to include links to community based wellbeing services.  The service Link Workers support patients to develop a personalised wellbeing plan and connects them to community based services that promote health and wellbeing.  
Ways to Wellbeing funding

Eligibility
Organisations wishing to apply must be registered charities, or have charitable aims as part of their governing document, and must be able to register with the Charity Commission if their income exceeds £5,000.
In addition organisations must have: 
· At least two cheque signatories 
· An adopted Constitution or set of rules and have a bank account in the name of the organisation or group
· Child Protection Policy/Vulnerable Adults Policy where applicable and evidence that staff and volunteers are DBS checked.

The maximum amount an organisation can apply for is £2,000 
Monitoring and Evaluation

This is important if we are to be able to measure the community impact of the limited funds we have. It is also helpful for us as we can use this information to support our work in growing philanthropy and giving in Liverpool. Groups must also agree to use our logos on any publicity and marketing materials connected with their funded project.

· Loans or business finance

· Universities

· Sponsorship/marketing appeals/fundraising costs

· Overseas projects/travel

· Safety equipment for individual households

· National charities
